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Do we act, or do we wait.  This is Dave Ross on the CBS Radio Network.

Congress continues to hold hearings on the recommendations of the 9/11 Commission.  The big issue is whether our intelligence agencies need to be re-organized, and placed under a new National Intelligence Director.

Mary Fetchet, a representative of the 911 victims, agrees with the report of the 911 Commission that the country needs one person who oversees all intelligence gathering and whose job depends on connecting the dots:

Q:… move on them.”

But in another hearing, Defense Secretary Rumsfeld warned against haste:

Q:… the penalty would be great.”

Yet he also acknowledged that the status quo isn’t good enough either:

Q:… the same.”

And the rest of us just cross our figures hoping that somewhere in the government there is someone with his ear to the ground.

Now this.
